Ponies are 56”& under. Horses are over 56”. 
 
Stallions must be handled by persons 19 yrs and over.  
Stallions must be stalled or in a trailer at all times except when shown. 
 
 
TROPHY & RIBBON classes (all classes with riders under 8) will  
receive a trophy for first place and a ribbon for 2nd thru 6th.  
The trophy can be exchanged for $5.00. There is no other  
pay back in these classes. 
 
No re-rides because of faulty tack.   No Refunds for any reasons. 
 
No excessive use of whips, bats or spurs.          
No alcoholic beverages on fairgrounds. 
 
Judge and Show Committee have final decision.  
No approaching the Judge during show.
